1.
Church buildings tend to dominate city skylines.   There are some large very well kept 
cathedrals in the big cities but there are also many smaller run down churches that 
seem to speak about the general decline of the RC church in Brazil.

2.
The protestant churches would mostly be Baptist or Pentecostal churches of every 
stream and variety.  These churches are growing a very fast rate.  There are many 
extremely large – mega-churches – that seem to be very wealthy and would preach a 
wealth/health gospel.    A host of A.O.G. churches sprout up quickly with several very 
often in the same street – some meeting in old garages!

Rudi Zimmer – Chief Executive of the Brazil Bible Society and Elaine Duncan.

Erni Seibert  [Rudi’s deputy] and Marcus [manager at Recife – where the bus will be 
based]

Part of the biggest Bible printing facility in the world at Brazil Bible Society’s centre in 
Sao Paulo.   Over 90% of the Brazil Bible Society’s income is from Bible sales.

This is the Bible Society regional office in Belem [on the Amazon]

A warm welcome to the Belem office from one of the local volunteers

Inside the Bible Shop at Belem – a whole range of Bibles and material.

The ‘Light in the Amazonia’ Bible Society boat.   There has been boat work on the 
Amazon since 1961 – this is the 3rd boat.    SBS made a substantial financial 
contribution to the very first boat – as part of our 150th celebration [1959]

10.
Models of the 3 boats – spanning nearly 50 years
11.
A group of young volunteers enjoying an act of worship on board the boat and on 
the way up river taking help to remote communities.
12.
Some of the volunteer professionals – nurses and dentists.

13.
An impromptu SS – set up by church volunteers from the boat – great singing!

14.
A team set out to visit some even more remote homes.

15.
Erni shows a local family a Bible and offers it to them.  Some of the local people do 
have Bibles – but not many.   They are encouraged to visit the boat if they need any 
medical or dental help.

Some more Bibles being offered to local people.

17.
The BBS now want to repeat this holistic mission approach in the North East of Brazil 
– near Recife.  [Click for arrow]

But with a bus not a boat!!   Here is a plan and picture of what the bus will look like.

The heart of Recife – a city of over 3 million people.  Skyscrapers dominate but also 
hide the poverty in the shadows.

Some of the roads present real challenges for drivers and vehicles.

A typical home about 10 miles from the centre of Recife.
22.
One of the local schools

Elaine, Marcia[BBS] and in the centre the local Head Teacher.

What a lovely smile!

25.
The classrooms are very basic.

26.
But in this county of the north east all the schools have RME books provided by the 
BBS – here is a sample of them [including the story of Mary Jones]

27.
This was a difficult visit.  Here 2 adults and 11 children live.  They survive on scraps 
from the garbage that they collect.   There was electricity but no running water.

28.
Local churches visit this are regularly and set up these gazeboes and offer a 
programme of help – medical as well as spiritual.
29.
Today was haircuts, head washing etc!

30.
And somebody wasn’t very happy getting his all shaved off!

31.
Some of the local pastors from an AOG church – who are very active!

32.
At the end of the day – scripture distribution is at the heart of the work.
